The needs of my community are so important to me and a big part of meeting their needs is
making sure that they have quality childcare. | live in a rural area where childcare isn’t
accessible. Families often have to drive to neighboring cities like Thomasville and Valdosta,
which is even more expensive for them because of travel costs. When | opened my center,
families poured through my doors telling me that they can't spend as much time with their
families because they drive over an hour to get their children and don’t get home until later.
The families who can’t afford to drive to neighboring towns have had to quit their jobs, which
has impacted the local economy. They need funds to send their children to school,
especially because their family income has substantially decreased. The CAPS program
could really benefit them in finally being able to access childcare.
